	Forecast budget for CY 2007 contains $1.4M for sewer plant construction.

	Creates, Expands, or Retains Jobs (20 Points Maximum):  

· Demonstrates project will lead to the creation, expansion, or retention of primary, well-paying jobs in the region Specify the pay range of the potential jobs created, and the relative impact of that pay scale in the specific community.  (10 points)

· Specify the number and types of jobs created and retained within 2 years and 8 years, and proportion of each type of job created within 8 years. (5 points)
· Specify the number of jobs created and retained in target industry clusters, as defined by the Prosperity Partnership’s Regional Economic Strategy.  (5 points)
	There will be a direct effect on job creation as there currently is a sewer moratorium in Buckley. Available undeveloped and potentially redevelopable land sits idle awaiting capacity expansion. Existing Buckley and neighboring jurisdiction’s businesses struggling to increase revenues due to stagnant population growth in immediate area. 
Jobs created in 2 years will be approximately 75, with approximately 45 in FIRE/health and 30 in retail/light industry. Jobs retained in 2 years will be approximately 6 in retail. 
Jobs created in 8 years will be approximately 130, with approximately 85 in FIRE/health and 45 in retail/light industry. Jobs retained in 8 years will be approximately 20 in retail. 


	Supports Regional Growth and Transportation Strategy (20 Points Maximum):   

· Demonstrates project will foster growth in and around designated regional centers or local centers. (10 points)

· Minimizes the impact of non-existing systems.  For example, a transportation project might use transit-oriented development to reduce SOV trips on our overstressed arterial system.  Maximum points for zero system impacts. (5 points)

· Completes a missing link.  For example, a utilities project might help bring water or sewer systems to previously unserved areas.  (5 points)
	Project will foster growth near centers by allowing construction of approximately 1200 homes (both single- and multi-family), with attendant requirements for goods and services. Sewer system will expand to the east and southeast, bringing capacity to approximately 525 buildable acres
 Wastewater treatment plant expansion will also allow Buckley to meet or exceed NPDES standards, lessening impact on downstream users in the White River watershed. 

	Maximizes Private Investment (20 Points Maximum):  

· Demonstrates project can help with the successful establishment of new or expanded businesses or facilities, and that the proposed investments will stimulate facilities to be provided by private sector.  (10 points)

· Discuss the direct and indirect dollar impacts within 2 years and 8 years, including specific commitments, such as letters of intent, developer agreements and/or strategic partnerships. (5 points)

· Projects will be scored on private investment return per grant dollar within 8 years and percent of total investment that will happen within 2 years. (5 points)
	Wastewater treatment plant capacity expansion will be directly and immediately responsible for new and expanded business capacity. Capacity exists for 25,000-40,000 sf office space and approximately 50,000 sf retail/light industrial space. 
Dollar impacts for commercial development should be approximately $2,000-5,000 additional tax revenue for City within 2 years and approximately $15,000-25,000 additional tax revenue for City within 8 years. Spillover effects of sales revenues are dependent upon business type (unknown at this time). 
Developer Agreements currently being negotiated on approximately 58 ac of residential land (11% of residential capacity). Total private commercial investment within 2 years approximately $1,100,000 [10,000 sf] and within 8 years approximately $4,800,000 [40,000 sf] Total private residential investment within 2 years approximately $26.25 M [75 SFR *2000 sf] and total residential investment within 8 years approximately $229.69 M [700 MFR/ SFR *1875 sf]

	Benefits the Residents of a Distressed Community (15 Points Maximum):  

· Demonstrates how project will significantly benefit an area experiencing or threatened with substantial economic distress. The EDA defines economic distress in terms of percent of population living in poverty, high unemployment rate or low median family income levels. (10 points)

· Promotes the provision of affordable housing and/or healthcare. (5 points)
	The provision of affordable housing will be facilitated by Wastewater treatment plant expansion as Comprehensive Plan provides for both small-lot and MFR development. The provision of healthcare will be facilitated as Comprehensive Plan encourages medical industry jobs to supplement regional hospital in Enumclaw. 

	Community Support and Regional Cooperation (15 Points Maximum):

	Community heavily and actively involved and supportive of project, as sewer moratorium has been in effect for approximately a decade and businesses languishing without population expansion. Large fraction of community active in formulating comprehensive plan. Plan at cityofbuckley.com - Building & Planning page. 

 Multijurisdictional cooperation exists between state and City, as treatment plant will receive a portion of Rainier State School Effluent, downstream users including tribes and salmon will enjoy greater levels of treatment. 


	Readiness to Proceed (5 Points Maximum): 

· Demonstrates that funds can begin being spent as they become available. (2 points)

	Public Works Trust Fund loan secured for portion of project (approximately 50%) and this funding will allow project to begin. Land and ROWs secured, initial construction of dewatering building completed. Design complete. Zoning complete. Potential obstacles remaining are adequate funding; Rainier State School funding not secured and all elected officials hands are on deck to secure additional funding from next legislative session (funding promises withdrawn last session). 

	Demonstrates Proactiveness and Urgency of Funding (5 Points Maximum): 

· Demonstrates that the investment fulfills a pressing need of the area, or a part of the area, in which the project is or will be located. (5 points)
	A sewer moratorium has been in effect since 1997; growing population within Puget Sound area and proximity of City to CBDs of Tacoma, Seattle and Bellevue are driving up land rents due to high demand and lack of supply. An urgent need exists to provide housing supply for growing population.

	City of Buckley Wastewater Treatment Plant capacity expansion to approximately 1400-1600 ERUs total, with expected 275-325 ERUs to non-residential uses. Additional filtration installation to comply with 2002 NPDES and DOE standards.

	Old White River floodplain bench from last glaciation, vegetated in grass and brush. Puget Sound Energy flume to Lake Tapps to the north. See attachment 2.

	Currently same use as proposed. 



4)
Current land uses adjacent to site.  Describe both major uses and zoning that currently exist on lands around the project site.

	Parcel classified as vacant commercial land at project location. Adjacencies are vacant land to the east, SFH to the southeast, MFH to the south, current treatment plant to the west, and Puget Sound Energy flume/White River floodplain to the north



5)
Existing public facilities (also show on map).  Existing public facilities include roads, highways, sewer, water, electrical services, gas (if piped), railroads, dock facilities if waterfront location, airport (even private), and other major facilities.

	Public facilities include existing treatment plant and associated roads and utilities.
