RESOLUTION NO. 14-06

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
BUCKLEY, WASHINGTON, APPROVING AMENDMENT NO. 1
TO THE COOPERATION AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY
OF BUCKLEY AND PIERCE COUNTY COMMUNITY
CONNECTIONS FOR URBAN COUNTY COMMUNITY
DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM FUNDS.

WHEREAS, the City of Buckley is currently a member of Pierce County’s Urban
Community Development Consortium, sharing in the receipt and mutual allocation of
three federal entitlement grants through the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban
Development (HUD); and

WHEREAS, the three federal grants that Pierce County receives funding from
consist of a Community Planning and Development Grant (CDBG), the HOME
Investment Partnerships Grant (HOME) and the Emergency Shelter Grants (ESG); and

WHEREAS, Pierce County receives funding from the program through annual
grants on a formula basis to develop viable urban communities by providing decent
housing and a suitable living environment, and by expanding economic opportunities,
principally for low- and moderate-income persons. The primary purpose of the funding is
to carry out a wide range of community development activities directed toward
revitalizing neighborhoods, economic development, and providing improved community
facilities and services; and

WHEREAS, in addition to Buckley, seventeen (17) other cities and small towns
participate in Pierce County’s Consortium; and

WHEREAS, the Cooperation Agreement between the City and Pierce County is
valid for a three year period and the current Agreement expires in 2014. The next renewal
period will be for the years 2015-2017; and

WHEREAS, continued participation in the next renewal period, 2015-2017,
requires that the City Council adopt Amendment #1 to the Pierce County Community
Connections Cooperation Agreement; and

WHEREAS, membership in the Pierce County’s Consortium prevents the City
from participating in and being grant eligible for the Statewide program; and

WHEREAS, the City only receives a limited amount of funding through Pierce
County Community Connections Program and must go through a rigorous competitive
process, designed by Pierce County, in order to obtain any funds, which has to be spent
based on programs and criteria developed by Pierce County; and
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WHEREAS, other large qualified urban counties in the Puget Sound Region
distribute these HUD funds directly to the communities on a per capita basis so that the
local governments can direct the funding throughout the community to areas that have
demonstrated need; and

WHEREAS, the Buckley City Council strongly supports this concept of direct
distribution due to their proximity and awareness of local needs and encourages Pierce
County to embrace this concept and consider implementing this type of distribution
method of HUD grant funding in the future; and

WHEREAS, the Buckley City Council is willing to remain a member of the
Pierce County Consortium for the next renewal period of 2015-2017, however, the City
Council believes that unless changes are made to the distribution method that Pierce
County currently utilizes and funds begin to be apportioned directly to local
communities, then the benefit to Buckley of remaining a member in future renewal
periods is significantly diminished;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of
Buckley hereby adopts Amendment #1 to the Pierce County Community Connections
Cooperation Agreement.
