ORDINANCE NO. 07-17

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
BUCKLEY, PIERCE COUNTY, WASHINGTON, ADOPTING A SIX
MONTH EXTENSION OF A MORATORIUM ON THE
ESTABLISHMENT, LOCATION, OPERATION, LICENSING AND
PERMITTING OF CONSTRUCTION/CONTRACTOR AND/OR
OUTDOOR STORAGE YARDS IN THE GENERAL COMMERCIAL
ZONE AND FIXING A TIME WHEN THE SAME SHALL BE
EFFECTIVE.

WHEREAS, on October 11, 2016, the Buckley City Council adopted Buckley Ordinance
No. 19-16, a six-month moratorium on the establishment, location, operation, licensing and
permitting of any construction/contractor and/or outdoor storage yards in the General

Commercial Zone, and

WHEREAS, the Buckley Planning Commission is still evaluating permanent amendments
to address contractor yards and needs additional time to make a recommendation to the City

Council for a permanent zoning code amendment on contractor yards,

NOW THEREFORE THE CITY OF BUCKLEY, PIERCE COUNTY, DOES ORDAIN AS
FOLLOWS:

Section 1. That the Recitals above, as well as those in Ordinance No. 19-16, are hereby

adopted by reference as the City Council’s findings of fact, as if fully set forth herein.

Section 2. That pursuant to the provisions of RCW 35A.63.220, the City Council adopts a
six-month extension to the contractor yard moratorium initially adopted in Buckley Ordinance

No. 19-16.

Section 3. If any provision of this ordinance is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect
any other provision, or the applications thereof, which can be given effect without the invalid
provision or application, and to this end the provisions of this Ordinance are to be declared

severable.

Section 4. This ordinance or a summary thereof consisting of the title shall be

published in the official newspaper of the City, and shall take effect and be in full force five (5)

days after publication.
