Planning Commission Minutes
February 27, 2017
Chairperson Beatty called meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  The following members were present:  Hall, Helmer, McPhail, and Harris.  Frame was absent and excused.  

Hall moved to approve the minutes of the January 23, 2017 Commission meeting.   Harris seconded the motion and the motion carried.
Title 12 prepare for Public Hearing
Thompson stated all of the sections are included in your packets this week; you can take them home and read them as long as you bring them back for the next meeting.  Thompson stated Sections 12.08 and 12.11 will be going to Council tomorrow for an emergency adoption.  It doesn’t mean how they exist is the way they will permanently be adopted.  We are having a problem with FEMA; if we don’t adopt something effective by March 7, 2017 we lose our status with FEMA.  The public hearing will be next Monday the 6th so we had to take care of the emergency adoption prior to our public hearing.  Thompson discussed the changes that were made based on comments from the agencies.  Helmer stated under 12.08.400, bonds to ensure mitigation, maintenance and monitoring, he doesn’t recall exactly what the wording is that we are to consider adding.  Thompson stated looking at 12.11,    page 7 -  E 7(d) – maintenance of alterations, she thinks this is what she mentioned.  Discussion ensued.  Thompson then went through the documents and showed the Commission the changes that had been made.  
GC/LI zoning code amendments

Thompson stated there are several new items in the packet.  The first it the memo, the second is the ordinance and the third is an alphabetized use list.  In the memo she has inserted the city attorney’s comments and concerns.  One of his concerns is about public service being vague so she went into the code to see how it is used.  It seems it is intended to mean service provided by a public agency to the public at large so her recommendation is to not use that term.  The City Attorney recommends using the use list with asterisks or some notation that says this is not allowed or this is allowed, next to Highway 410 but he had other concerns as well.  Discussion ensued.  Helmer stated he thinks we need a term which describes those businesses that we want along Highway #410 that are not retail but they do service the public needs.  Thompson stated there is a section that is called service uses miscellaneous.   Helmer stated if we are trying to put together a general purpose statement, of what the intent and purpose of the general commercial zone is he thinks we need more than just retail and office but he doesn’t know what the term should be.  Maybe something like “businesses that serve the public”.  Discussion ensued.   Thompson changed the language based on the discussion with the Commission.  Hall asked if it would be better to add a column to the use list and go along and check everything that should be permitted and anything not on the list add it as we see fit.  Thompson stated as the Commission has been talking she has been going through and checking things off that she doesn’t think belong in what we are envisioning.  Thompson stated she will work this week looking at the alphabetized list and create the sections on the uses allowed within the 150’ of 410.  She will send it out the Commission when she is done so you can take a look at it.  Thompson stated she would like the Commission to look at the definition of outdoor storage and contractor yards.  At first she didn’t like the city attorney’s opinion but the more she looked at it the more she understood what he was talking about.  Discussion ensued.  
New/Old Business:

Thompson stated we have a seventh member joining the Planning Commission, he will be appointed tomorrow night at the Council meeting.

Harris stated she and McPhail have been working on a memo regarding the pump track.  One thing that is big is the maintenance so she has talked with a Boy Scout troop and has also talked to Rainier School and they were going to discuss this at a meeting today and would get back to her but hasn’t yet.  Discussion ensued regarding the pump track and BMX track.  Harris stated Thompson has also sent her some information on Tiny Houses.  
Thompson stated she will not be here on May 15, 2017.  Boyle stated she will not be here on April 17, 2017.  Beatty asked about moving it to the 24th and Boyle stated she will not be her then either. Thompson asked if we can get a substitute for either of those days.  Boyle stated she will try.  Hall will not be here on May 1, 2017 and McPhail will not be here on April 3, 2017.  The May meeting will be moved from the 15th to the 22nd and if we can get a substitute for April 24th we will move the May 1st meeting to May 8th.  

The next meeting will be March 6, 2017 at 7:00 PM and this will be our Public Hearing on Title 12.
With nothing further the meeting was adjourned at 8:12 PM.
