e A business license from the city shall be obtained as required in BMC Title 6 and the home
occupation shall be subject to the business and occupation tax provisions of BMC 3.11;

BMC 19.32.020 - “Normal deliveries” means the home occupation shall not involve the use, parking, or
storage of any vehicle exceeding a gross vehicle weight of eleven thousand pounds except deliveries by
parcel post, United Parcel Service, or similar in-town delivery service trucks. These deliveries or pick-ups
of supplies or products, associated with business activities are allowed at the home only between seven
a.m. and six p.m. and are limited to no more than two trips per day.
